By the end of Autumn 1, Children should….
· Know how a pencil can produce different marks on paper.
· Know how to use finger painting.
· Know how to explore and use playdough to create sculptures and different objects.
· Know that a pumpkin is a fruit.
· Know that a pumpkin grows from a seed.
Vocabulary: paint, paintbrush, pencil, colours, draw, fruit, blender, hob and carve
Mathematics  
By the end of Autumn 1, Children should …. 
· Know how to recognise and name different colours.
· Know how to match objects by colour.
· Know how to sort objects according to their colour. 
· Know how to join in with number nursery rhymes. 
Vocabulary: Colours, matching, sorting, nursery rhymes
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Understanding the world (UAD)
By the end of Autumn 1, children should ….
· Know how to use their senses to explore the world around them.
· Know and understand the season of autumn, including how leaves change colour.
· Know why Christians say thank you to God at Harvest time.
· Know about animals, including humans, and their basic needs.
· Know about living things and their habitats, including how some animals hibernate.

· Know how to listen carefully to others.
· Know how to express myself clearly, so that others understand me.
· Know how to follow instructions.
· Know how to join in confidently with rhymes and songs.
· Know how old they are.
